 Indonesia: The Deepening Impasse in Papua

The debate that followed brought to the fore Papuan concerns about being increasingly marginalised by steady in-migration from other parts of Indonesia and unhappiness with implementation of a 2001 autonomy package. “The gulf in perceptions between Jakarta and Papua is huge”, says Sidney Jones, Crisis Group’s Senior Adviser. “Jakarta sees autonomy largely in terms of giving Papua more money, while Papuans want more authority to make political decisions without constantly being trumped by national laws. The only way to bridge the gap is to talk.”...

The Israeli-Lebanese border is exceptionally calm and uniquely dangerous, both for the same reason: fear that a new round of hostilities would be far more violent and could spill over regionally. Drums of War: Israel and the “Axis of Resistance,” the latest report from the International Crisis Group, examines developments since the indecisive 2006 confrontation. It focuses on the de facto deterrence regime that has helped keep the peace: all parties now know that a next conflict would not spare civilians and could escalate into broader regional warfare. However, the process this regime perpetuates – mutually reinforcing military preparations; enhanced military cooperation among Iran, Syria, Hamas and Hizbollah; escalating Israeli threats – pulls in the opposite direction and could trigger the very outcome it has averted so far. “Today, no party can soberly contemplate the prospect of a war that would be uncontrolled, unprecedented and unscripted”, says Peter Harling, Crisis Group’s Project Director for Iraq, Lebanon and Syria. “But underlying dynamics of the logic of deterrence carry the seeds of a possible breakdown”. ...

 Darfur peacekeepers in crisis talks over violence

Officials from the U.N.-African Union peacekeeping force in Sudan are in talks with South Darfur's government, which is demanding the force hand over six Darfuris it is sheltering. South Darfur's governor accuses the six of inciting violence last week which claimed five lives in a Darfur refugee camp. The six men sought shelter last week in the UNAMID peacekeeping force's police base at the Kalma refugee camp. UNAMID's deputy head of mission, Mohamed Younis, travelled to South Darfur's capital Nyala for talks with the governor on Tuesday. "This marks the third day in a row he has gone to try to find an amicable solution to the Kalma situation," said UNAMID spokesman Chris Cycmanick. "We are aware of the grave situation in the area." The volatile Kalma camp, where some inhabitants carry guns, is a stronghold of Darfur rebel support. Anger over the latest round of Darfur peace talks caused last week's clashes there...

Renewing Mandate of African Union-United Nations Hybrid Operation in Darfur, Security Council Demands End to Fighting, Attacks on Peacekeepers, Civilians

The Security Council this morning renewed the mandate of the African Union-United Nations Hybrid Operation in Darfur (UNAMID) for 12 months while demanding that the parties to the conflict in the region immediately end the fighting as well as attacks on civilians, peacekeepers and humanitarian personnel. Unanimously adopting resolution 1935 (2010), the Council extended the mandate until 31 July 2011 as originally formulated — with an authorized military strength of 19,555 plus police and civilian personnel — but requested UNAMID to develop, with the United Nations country team, a strategy to fully achieve its objective of protecting civilians and ensuring access to them by humanitarian workers.  It stressed the importance of setting realistic targets against which the mission’s progress could be measured. Expressing deep concern at the recent deterioration in security, including attacks by rebel groups, aerial bombardment by the Government of Sudan, increased inter-tribal fighting and attacks on humanitarian personnel, the Council demanded that all parties comply with their obligations under international humanitarian and human rights law, calling on them to commit themselves to a sustained and permanent ceasefire. The Council demanded, in particular, that all parties immediately take all possible measures to protect civilians from sexual violence and create conditions conducive to the voluntary return of refugees and internally displaced persons...

Violence Said to Be Rising in Sudan’s Darfur Region

Violence in the turbulent Darfur region of Sudan has spiked over the past several months, Alain Le Roy, the head of United Nations peacekeeping operations, said Wednesday. He attributed the increase to a combination of factors, including fitful peace talks, renewed tribal rivalries and overall tension in Africa’s largest nation as its south prepares for an independence referendum. Calling the situation a “bleak picture,” Mr. Le Roy told a news conference that security had deteriorated significantly as optimism for a cease-fire in 2009 faded. Recent United Nations statistics indicated that killings this year already rivaled the 832 violent deaths recorded for all of 2009. May alone, with 400 deaths, was the bloodiest month since peacekeeping forces were deployed in December 2007...

Les casques bleus au coeur d'une crise politique au Darfour

Les casques bleus au Darfour sont sur la corde raide depuis des affrontements sanglants dans l'immense camp de déplacés de Kalma entre partisans et opposants au processus de paix, Khartoum exigeant la remise de chefs locaux ayant trouvé refuge chez les soldats de la paix. Des combats meurtriers ont opposé la semaine dernière dans les camps de Kalma et Zalingei des supporters de l'Armée de libération du Soudan (SLA) d'Abdelwahid Nour, un important groupe rebelle hostile au processus de paix de Doha, et des personnes dites favorables à ces pourparlers. Les affrontements ont fait trois morts à Zalingei et entre cinq et huit morts, selon différentes estimations, à Kalma, camp très politisé où vivent plus de 80.000 personnes. Des combats dans ce méga-camp avaient fait une trentaine de morts en août 2008. A la suite des combats récents à Kalma, "des secteurs du camp ont été désertés par la population", explique à l'AFP Samuel Hendricks, porte-parole à Khartoum du Bureau de coordination des affaires humanitaires des Nations unies (OCHA). "Environ, un tiers du camp a bougé. Certaines personnes se sont rendues dans d'autres secteurs du camp, d'autres ont trouvé refuge dans le commissariat de police de la Minuad ou sont partis en ville" en attendant que la situation se calme, a-t-il précisé. La mission de paix ONU-Union africaine au Darfour (Minuad) est dans la ligne de mire à la fois du gouvernement et de la rébellion depuis ces derniers affrontements à Kalma. Cinq chefs locaux, soupçonnés par les autorités d'avoir encouragé ces violences pour le compte de la rébellion, ont demandé la protection de la Minuad qui a pour mandat de protéger la population civile au Darfour…

 DR Congo army takes Ugandan rebel base: government

The army in the Democratic Republic of Congo has seized a Ugandan rebel base and recaptured rebel-held villages in the strife-wracked northeast, a government spokesman said Tuesday. "Most places in the territory of Beni previously controlled by this militia have been liberated," Lambert Mende said, referring to the ADF/NALU (Allied Democratic Forces/National Army for the Liberation of Uganda). The Congolese army, or FARDC, has been waging an offensive on ADF/NALU for six weeks in Beni, a territory in DR Congo's violent Nord-Kivu province where a range of armed movements are active. "The headquarters of ADF/NALU at Mwalika has been recaptured by loyalist forces," Mende added. He claimed that the commander in chief of the Ugandan rebel movement "was killed in combat in early days of fighting," without giving further details. The ADF rebels, who say they are fighting for equal rights for Ugandan Muslims, battled Ugandan troops in the Ruwenzori region of eastern DR Congo, close to the border with Uganda, between 1996 and 2001. After clashes that displaced tens of thousands of civilians, the rebels were driven further back into the DR Congo, where the latest offensive was launched under the name of Operation Ruwenzori. The FARDC offensive has caused at least 90,000 people to flee their homes since the end of June, according to the United Nations...

DR Congo forms new electoral commission

A new Independent National Electoral Commission (CENI) has been set up in the Democratic Republic of Congo to prepare for elections next year, the outgoing commission announced on Friday. Under a law promulgated by President Joseph Kabila, the CENI's task is to organise "in full independence, neutrality and impartiality, free, democratic and transparent elections." The CENI replaces the Independent Electoral Commission (CEI) that was an outcome of the 2002 peace accords, which ended a terrible war across the vast central African country. The first CEI organised a constitutional referendum in 2001, followed by provincial, legislative, senatorial and presidential polls in 2006-2007. Unlike the CEI which was headed by a member of civil society, the churchman Father Apollinaire Malu-Malu, the new CENI will consist uniquely of seven representatives of political parties, including four designated by the presidential majority and three by the parliamentary opposition. Each member has a non-renewable mandate of six years. The CENI, like its predecessor, is tasked with organising and managing elections and referenda, including voter registration and the publication of the electoral roll. It must oversee ballot counts and the centralisation of figures before it announces the provisional results, according to the law that set it up. The voting panel has an executive secretariat to coordinate its operations at the national, provincial and local level, and it is empowered with accrediting national and international election observers, and witnesses designated by candidates, parties or political groupings. General elections, including a presidential poll, are due in June 2011, five years after the 2006 votes that brought Kabila and his supporters to power.

 Sri Lanka’s disturbing actions met by ‘deafening global silence’

The Sri Lankan government’s clampdown on domestic critics and its disdain for human rights deserves a far tougher response according to The Elders. While welcoming the end of the decades-long civil war, The Elders say that meaningful progress on reconciliation in Sri Lanka is still desperately needed. They describe the international response to Sri Lanka’s worrying approach to human rights, good governance and accountability as a ‘deafening global silence’ that may encourage other states to act in a similar way. The Elders have been following events in Sri Lanka closely since the last months of the civil war between government forces and the Liberation Tigers of Tamil Eelam (LTTE) in 2009. They have contacted the government of Sri Lanka and officials around the world to express their concerns about alleged violations of international humanitarian law and the need for actions that promote sustainable peace and reconciliation in the country. The Elders have noted some positive change since the end of the war, including greater economic activity in the north, and the return of some 260,000 displaced people to their home districts. However, these signs of progress are tainted by intolerance of debate or dissent and a culture of impunity that protects those close to the government…

 Kenya votes "Yes" to new charter: partial results

Kenyans voted in favour of a new constitution in a peaceful referendum that could reshape the political landscape of east Africa's largest economy, according to partial results published on Thursday. With provisional results from about half of the country's 210 constituencies released by the electoral authority, 67 percent of Kenyans had backed the charter, making it extremely unlikely the "No" camp could catch up. Kenya's leading newspapers were in no doubt about the outcome: "Kenya says Yes" and "Yes it is" were the headlines splashed on the front of the two main dailies -- and the "Yes" camp claimed victory late on Thursday morning. "The gallant people of Kenya have spoken with a thunderous voice," said Energy Minister Kiraitu Murungi. "To say we have won is an understatement. Kenya has been reborn." Coming two years after allegations over vote-rigging in a presidential election ignited violence that killed 1,300 people, the referendum boosted the Kenyan shilling against the dollar and extended the Kenyan stock market's recent gains. "Confidence was a key requirement for economic turnaround, and the peaceful passage of the vote should do a lot to underscore that," said Razia Khan, Africa economist at Standard Chartered Bank. After years of marred elections, the charter is seen as an important step in avoiding a repeat of the post-election tribal bloodshed in early 2008 that pushed the country of about 40 million people to the brink of anarchy...

Des documents français sur le génocide rwandais ne seront pas déclassifiés

La Commission consultative du secret de la défense nationale (CCSDN) a émis un avis défavorable à la déclassification d'un bordereau concernant le génocide rwandais de 1994. La commission, dont l'avis daté du 15 juillet, est publié vendredi 30 juillet au Journal officiel, avait été saisie par une lettre du ministre de la défense, Hervé Morin, du 6 juillet. C'est le neuvième avis de la CCSDN sur le dossier du Rwanda. Cette saisine faisait suite à une demande du 1er juin 2010 de Florence Michon, juge d'instruction au tribunal aux armées de Paris, en charge de l'information judiciaire ouverte contre X pour "complicité de génocide, complicité de crime contre l'humanité et entente en vue de commettre un génocide visant notamment l'implication de l'armée française lors des événements survenus au Rwanda en 1994". Dans son avis, la CCSDN émet un "avis défavorable à la déclassification du bordereau numéro 6 du 15 févier 2010 et son annexe émanant du ministère de la défense". La CCSDN ne révèle jamais le contenu des documents soumis à son avis par l'autorité concernée à la suite de la demande d'un magistrat instructeur. Il revient maintenant à M. Morin de suivre ou non cet avis. La quasi-totalité des quelque 140 avis de la CCSDN ont toujours été suivis par les autorités concernées (Elysées, Matignon, ministères). Le génocide rwandais a provoqué la mort de 800 000 à un million de personnes entre avril et juillet 1994. La France est régulièrement accusée par l'actuel gouvernement rwandais, dirigé par des Tutsis, d'avoir entraîné et armé les auteurs du génocide.

 Kirghizistan : les autorités accusent l'opposant de tentative de coup d'Etat

Les autorités du Kirghizistan ont assuré, jeudi 5 août, avoir déjoué une tentative de coup d'Etat après avoir dispersé plusieurs milliers de partisans de l'opposant Ourtmatbek Baryktabassov rassemblés à Bichkek et aux environs de la capitale. Le pays est confronté à des vagues successives de violences depuis une révolution en avril. Environ 1 500 partisans de l'homme d'affaires et opposant s'étaient réunis devant le Parlement à Bichkek pour réclamer que leur chef soit placé à la tête du gouvernement. Puis quelque 2 000 autres manifestants se sont rassemblés à Novo-Pokrovaka, à 15 km de la capitale kirghize. La police a tiré en l'air et utilisé des gaz lacrymogènes afin de disperser les protestataires, qui sont partis sans opposer de résistance. Les manifestants réclament la libération de leur chef, interpellé jeudi matin, et une rencontre avec la président Rosa Otounbaïeva.  Les soldats ont agi, selon le service de sûreté nationale, sur la base d'informations selon lesquelles certains manifestants étaient armés et menaçaient de renverser le gouvernement intérimaire. "Nous voulons la démission de [la présidente] Otounbaïeva et de son gouvernement corrompu, dans lequel il n'y a pas de patriotes", avait lancé plus tôt un manifestant à la tribune. "Donnez le pouvoir à Baryktabassov, ce serait le meilleur président", a-t-il ajouté…

«Douch» s'en tire avec 19 ans de prison : Procès de l'ex-tortionnaire khmer rouge de la prison S-21

«Douch» échappe à la perpétuité. Le tribunal spécial de Phnom Penh chargé de juger les anciens dirigeants khmers rouges a condamné hier à 35 ans de détention l'ex-tortionnaire de la prison S-21. Kaing Guek Eav, alias «Douch», 67 ans, ne devrait toutefois passer que 19 ans derrière les barreaux, le tribunal ayant notamment pris en compte le fait qu'il est détenu depuis onze ans. Kaing Guek Eav est le premier responsable traduit devant ce tribunal international soutenu par les Nations unies. Quarante ans de réclusion avaient été requis contre lui pour crimes de guerre et crimes contre l'humanité. L'accusé, qui a reconnu son rôle dans l'organisation de la prison de Tuol Sleng (S-21) et demandé pardon aux familles des victimes, est resté impassible, le regard lointain en écoutant la sentence, qui signifie qu'il pourrait un jour sortir de prison. «Je suis choqué comme tout le monde, a déclaré Theary Seng, un avocat des droits de l'Homme qui a perdu ses deux parents. C'est inacceptable qu'un homme qui a tué des milliers de personnes ne soit emprisonné que 19 ans.» «Je ne peux pas l'accepter, a commenté Saodi Ouch, 46 ans, en sanglots. Ma famille est morte [...] ma soeur aînée, mon grand frère. Je suis la seule toujours vivante.»...

Sri Lanka arrests over 1,500 Tiger suspects: PM

Sri Lankan troops arrested over 1,500 Tamil rebel suspects during July, more than a year after the separatist guerrilla group was crushed militarily, the prime minister said Tuesday. About half of the suspects were picked up at government-run shelters where they had taken refuge after the fighting ended in May last year, Premier D. M. Jayaratne told parliament during a debate to extend a state of emergency. "We need to maintain emergency laws to ensure the safety and security of the nation," the premier told parliament. Sri Lanka has resisted international calls to end the state of emergency, saying that Tiger remnants were trying to regroup and resume their armed campaign for an independent homeland for the island's ethnic Tamil minority. Jayaratne said the government continued to receive information about Tigers trying to collect weapons and regroup. The United Nations estimate that up to 100,000 people died in the Tigers' independence bid from 1972 till May last year. The Tigers have launched no attacks since being defeated, but the government maintains tough anti-terror laws which are extended every month by parliament. The opposition accuses the government of using the emergency laws to stifle political dissent.

Le président rwandais Paul Kagame menace: "ceux qui veulent la guerre auront la guerre"

Le président rwandais Paul Kagame a menacé de répondre par la "guerre" à tous ceux qui tenteraient de déstabiliser le Rwanda, au lendemain d'un appel au soulèvement lancé par un ancien haut responsable du régime en exil. "Ceux qui veulent la guerre, ils auront la guerre. Et ils le regretteront", a mis en garde le chef de l'Etat sortant, lors d'un meeting mardi près de Kigali pour la campagne de la présidentielle du 9 août. M. Kagame faisait apparemment référence à des déclarations, parues la veille dans le bi-hebdomadaire indépendant ougandais The Observer, du colonel Patrick Karegeya, ex-chef des services de renseignements extérieurs aujourd'hui en exil, qui avait appelé les Rwandais à se "soulever" contre la "dictature" de Kagame. "Personne ne viendra sauver les Rwandais de la dictature de Kagame et il n'est plus temps de se croiser les mains", a déclaré M. Karegeya. "De toute évidence, certains y perdront leur vie mais ceux qui mourront auront perdu leur vie pour une juste cause et je suis prêt à soutenir les Rwandais qui veulent combattre la dictature de Paul Kagame", a-t-il ajouté. "Cet appel est une déclaration criminelle qui ne peut pas être prise à la légère", a réagi dans la presse le porte-parole de l'armée rwandaise, le colonel Jill Rutaremara. "Rien ne permettra (à M. Karegeya) de couvrir ses crimes et de stopper le cours de la justice", a-t-il ajouté…

Ex-Rwanda official gets 25 years for genocide

A former Rwandan administrator was sentenced Tuesday to 25 years in prison by a UN warcrimes court for his role in the country's 1994 genocide after being arrested in France. Dominique Ntawukulilyayo, 68, was the deputy administrator of Rwanda's southern Gisagara district during the genocide and was convicted of organising the killings of Tutsis there. The International Criminal Tribunal for Rwanda (ICTR) prosecutors accused him of transporting soldiers to where Tutsis had taken refuge and left the area after ordering the troops to open fire, killing and wounding thousands. One of the judges raised objections although the verdict was arrived at by a majority. "This ruling which was not reached unanimously opens the possibility that Dominique Ntawukulilyayo has high chances of getting an acquittal on appeal," his lawyer Maroufa Diabira said. Ntawukulilyayo was arrested in December 2007 in the southern French city of Carcassonne. The ICTR, based in Tanzania's northern town of Arusha is tasked with trying the main perpetrators of the 1994 massacre which left some 800,000 people, mainly Tutsis, dead in a space of three months.
