The Shrinking Costs of War reveals that nationwide death rates actually fall during the course of most of today’s armed conflicts.

The study argues that wartime mortality, from disease and malnutrition, as well as war-inflicted injuries, has been driven downwards by:

· Significant changes in the nature of warfare––evident in the 70 percent decline in the number of high-intensity conflicts since the end of the Cold War. 

· More than 30 years of highly effective health interventions in poor countries in peacetime––which have cut death tolls from disease during wartime. 

· A dramatic increase in the level and effectiveness of humanitarian assistance to people in war zones.

There may yet be hope for Sudan

An alarm is being raised that Sudan may be on the brink of returning to full scale war. At least two triggers for instability and a return to violent confrontation are coming into view - the first nationwide elections since 1986 are to take place in April, and a referendum on secession in southern Sudan is scheduled for next January. However, a case can also be made that Sudan is finally settling into a more seasoned political process that will permanently turn the corner on what, since independence in 1956, has been almost continuous internal strife. The comprehensive peace agreement signed in January 2005 between the National Congress party controlling the government of Sudan in Khartoum and the Sudan People's Liberation Army/Movement in southern Sudan, was greeted internationally with great expectations. The agreement's implementation over a six-year interim period, however, has shown it to be not comprehensive, not able to solidify the peace, and far too lengthy and complex to implement all of its provisions. Beyond stopping the main north-south military confrontation, there remain other parts of Sudan enmeshed in conflict. The most prominent is Darfur, where since 2003 more than 200,000 people have died and two million people have been displaced. Allegations of war crimes and crimes against humanity reach as high as Sudanese President Omar al-Bashir and others who have been indicted by the International Criminal Court. The peace agreement has turned out to be more like an elaborate cease-fire arrangement...

L'année de tous les dangers s'ouvre au Soudan. Danger pour l'existence du pays, dont la partie sud doit décider dans un an, par voie de référendum, si elle fait sécession avec le Nord. Danger en raison de la menace de voir dans l'intervalle une série de conflits, du Darfour en passant par le Kordofan (centre du pays), s'étendre dans " une désintégration violente du pays ", couronnée par une nouvelle guerre entre le Nord et le Sud, comme l'envisage un rapport de l'Institut d'études de sécurité de l'Union européenne (IESUE). Le plus grand pays d'Afrique subsaharienne doit réaliser, en douze mois, deux exploits pour lesquels il semble mal préparé. Darfour - L'ONU s'inquiète du sort des réfugiés

Les réfugiés de certains secteurs du Darfour manquent cruellement de nourriture et d'eau, pénurie que l'expulsion des organisations humanitaires d'une partie de la région rend plus problématique encore, ont dit hier les Nations unies. Environ 4,7 millions de personnes dépendent de l'aide humanitaire au Darfour, province occidentale du Soudan où un conflit entre des rebelles et le gouvernement de Khartoum a fait environ 300 000 morts depuis 2003, selon l'ONU. «En raison des faibles niveaux de pluie l'année dernière, les autorités et la communauté humanitaire s'attendent à des pénuries importantes de nourriture dans les camps de [réfugiés] en 2010, ce qui accroît la possibilité d'autres conflits», dit un communiqué de la MINUAD, la mission conjointe de l'ONU et de l'Union africaine au Darfour. Des indices inquiétants de pénurie ont notamment été relevés à Dar El Salaam et Shangil Tobay, dans le nord du Darfour. Selon le Bureau de la coordination des affaires humanitaires de l'ONU, des milliers de membres de la tribu Birgit ont fui les combats pour se réfugier près de Shangil Tobay l'année dernière, ce qui a généré des tensions avec les habitants de la région.

Sudan: UN report cites challenges for north-south peace deal despite progress

The parties to the 2005 peace accord that ended Sudan’s north-south civil war have made important breakthroughs, but a return to violence is still a very real possibility, warns a new United Nations report. Signed by the Sudanese People's Liberation Army (SPLA) separatists in the south and the national Government in the north, the Comprehensive Peace Agreement (CPA) brought an end to more than 20 years of war in the vast African nation. In his latest report to the Security Council on the Sudan, Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon cites recent developments, allowing the parties “to move beyond several major obstacles that had long impeded progress.” 

These include the passing of legislation governing next year’s referendum on independence for Southern Sudan, as well as the registration of a reported 16.5 million voters for the national elections slated for this year. “Nevertheless, a return to conflict remains a very real possibility, with potentially catastrophic humanitarian, political, military and economic consequences throughout the region,” warns Mr. Ban. “Preventing such an outcome will require all the support that the international and regional communities can offer.”

UN-African Union envoy discusses Darfur with senior Sudanese officials

Ibrahim Gambari, who recently took up his new post as the head of the joint African Union-United Nations peacekeeping mission in Darfur, has met with the Defence Minister to discuss peace prospects in the strife-torn region as part of a series of meetings with Sudanese officials.

Mr. Gambari held talks yesterday in the capital, Khartoum, with General Abdelrahim Mohamed Hussein, expressing appreciation for the warm welcome he has received from the Government and people of Sudan since arriving in the country last week. He vowed to do his utmost to promote durable peace and security in Darfur, where the AU-UN mission (UNAMID) has been in place since late 2007 to try to quell the violence in the region, where an estimated 300,000 people have been killed and another 2.7 million forced from their homes since fighting erupted in 2003, pitting rebels against Government forces and allied Janjaweed militiamen.

Sudanese peace pact has accelerated pace of mine removal, says UN official

The 2005 peace accord that ended Sudan’s north-south civil war has enhanced efforts to rid the vast African nation of landmines that continue to indiscriminately kill and maim decades after they are laid, a senior United Nations official said today. Significant strides have been made in removing both mines and explosive remnants of war (ERW), or unexploded bombs, said Maxwell Kerley, Director of the UN Mine Action Service (UNMAS), which has been operating in Sudan since 2002.“I believe that the overall achievement in mine action can be attributed to the implementation of the CPA,” he said, referring to the pact that brought an end to more than two decades of fighting between southern separatists and the national Government in the north in which at least 2 million people were killed and 4 million others uprooted.

DR Congo: UN official visits new military operation to ensure civilian protection

The top United Nations official in the Democratic Republic of the Congo (DRC) has been visiting the war-torn east of the vast country for talks on reinforcing the protection of civilians within the context of a new anti-rebel operation launched by the national army with UN support. 

Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon’s Special Representative in DRC Alan Doss met with the governor of North Kivu province, scene of some of the most fierce recent fighting, military and civilian officials of the UN peacekeeping mission in the country, know as MONUC, UN humanitarian agencies and non-governmental organizations (NGOs) on the progress of the new operation, called Amani Leo, launched earlier this month. It replaces Operation Kimia II, supported by the UN with helicopter lifts, medical evacuation, fuel, rations and firepower to keep rebels in North and South Kivu provinces from reclaiming areas previously under its control, during which Congolese soldiers are alleged to have committed massacres and gang-rapes.

On estime qu'au moins 60.000 personnes déplacées vivent dans le district du Sud-Ubangui, alors que 109.000 ont trouvé refuge au Congo voisin, et 18.000 en République centrafricaine.

When best friends Kora Leigh Russell and Victoria French of Bay Roberts heard how children from the Democratic Republic of Congo were living, they were stirred to action. They heard of their plight at a conference last year in St. John's, and since then the Grade 12 students at Ascension Collegiate in Bay Roberts have been trying to raise money to build a school in the strife-ridden country. So far, the group Ascension for War Child has raised $1,000 and they need $34,000 more. That amount may seem staggering, but the group's members are not only determined to raise every cent needed, they aim to have the money by the end of the 2011 school year. But the group is about more than money. 'We're really a group focused on helping people who can't help themselves," Russell said. "We're a humanitarian group."

Defence for Congolese warlord accuses witnesses of conspiring to mislead international court

Key prosecution witnesses who testified against an alleged Congolese warlord accused of recruiting and using child soldiers lied to judges, a defence attorney told the International Criminal Court on Wednesday. Catherine Mabille told the three-judge panel she will prove that witnesses who claimed to have served as child soldiers in her client Thomas Lubanga's militia ''fabricated'' their evidence with the help of intermediaries from the prosecutor's office. Lubanga is the first defendant to go on trial at the permanent war crimes court and human rights activists have hailed the case as a landmark, as it is the first at an international tribunal to focus solely on the use of children in hostilities. Lubanga has pleaded innocent to charges of recruiting child soldiers in a brutal conflict in the eastern Congo region of Ituri in 2002-2003.

Congo-Kinshasa: IDPs Hiding in North Kivu Forests

Insecurity in eastern Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC) has displaced thousands of civilians, forcing many to hide in forests or seek shelter with other families, according to the UN Refugee Agency (UNHCR). "While those who have reached safety in camps have access to food and non-food assistance, as well as medical help, the majority that are still in the forest or [living] with host families are not enjoying similar support," David Nthengwe, UNHCR spokesman in the provincial capital Goma, said. Since December, 15,508 newly displaced people have been registered at dozens of camps, bringing the total number of internally displaced persons (IDPs) in the 47 UNHCR-run sites in the region to 116,000.

TIAA-Cref Divests From Four Genocide-Linked Companies

TIAA-Cref yesterday announced its divestment from four companies with ties to genocide in Darfur, Sudan. The sale of all of its holdings, worth about $58 million as of the end of September, in four companies that maintain business relations with the government of Sudan is the result of a campaign TIAA-Cref launched in March of last year. TIAA-Cref had come under pressure from the activist group Investors Against Genocide to divest. At that time, TIAA-Cref announced plans to intensify pressure on five companies connected to the Sudanese government. The firm sought meetings with PetroChina, CNPC Hong Kong, Oil and Natural Gas Corporation, Sinopec and Petronas. TIAA-Cref has not divested from Petronas, taking into consideration that the firm has acknowledged TIAA-Cref’s concerns and engaged in dialogue about how it might address them. TIAA-Cref has been engaging for years with a number of target companies with business and operations in the Sudan and was able to persuade some companies to take steps in the Sudan to improve the situation...

Le thème du " double génocide " resurgit au Rwanda

L'élection présidentielle au Rwanda n'est prévue qu'en août mais la controverse née des propos tenus, samedi 16 janvier, par Victoire Ingabire, une adversaire potentielle du président sortant, Paul Kagamé, donne le ton. Sitôt arrivée à Kigali, la capitale, après seize années d'exil en Europe, la présidente des Forces démocratiques unifiées (FDU), un parti d'opposition non encore reconnu, est allée déposer une gerbe au Mémorial du génocide des Tutsi, situé sur la colline de Gisozi. " Le chemin de la réconciliation est encore long. Ce Mémorial ne rappelle que le génocide perpétré contre les Tutsi, alors qu'il y a eu aussi des massacres de Hutu, a-t-elle lancé en une claire allusion aux crimes commis en 1994 par des membres de l'ex-rébellion tutsi du Front patriotique rwandais (FPR), aujourd'hui au pouvoir. Les Hutu qui ont tué les Tutsi doivent comprendre qu'ils doivent être punis. Il en va de même des Tutsi qui ont tué les Hutu. " Auparavant, Mme Ingabire avait déclaré qu'elle était rentrée pour libérer les Rwandais " de la peur, de la pauvreté et des cacaca - les tribunaux populaires traditionnels qui jugent les génocidaires présumés - inefficaces ", selon le quotidien pro-gouvernemental The New Times. Ces déclarations ont déclenché la fureur des victimes du génocide relayées par des personnalités proches du pouvoir. Le génocide a causé la mort de 800 000 Tutsi et Hutu modérés entre avril et juin 1994. Des massacres en représailles contre des réfugiés hutu, accusés d'avoir participé au génocide, ont, ensuite, été commis au Zaïre voisin - l'actuelle République démocratique du Congo (RDC).

Rebel leader accused of genocide in his native Rwanda lives in Paris

A few months ago in Congo, a group of rebels decapitated the chief of the village of Busurungi, tied the village men in a line elbow to elbow and cut off their heads. In the meantime, the man who says he co-ordinates the rebels' daily activities was putting out their press releases from his apartment in a suburb of Paris. That's where Callixte Mbarushimana lives as a free man _ even though he is on a UN sanctions list as executive secretary of the FDLR rebel group, which is accused of killing at least 700 civilians last year. He is also on Interpol's Wanted list for genocide in his native Rwanda. The 46-year-old former UN employee is a case study in how leaders accused of atrocities are getting away. His story also shows how the roots of conflicts in Africa have spread to Europe, with at least two dozen accused genocidaires living there now, including Mbarushimana. ''I find it truly incredible that he is able to regularly send out press releases from somewhere in Paris. It's intolerable,'' says Alain Gauthier, who heads an advocacy group for Rwandan genocide survivors. ''We should at least be able to shut him up. Why has he not been arrested?'' French Foreign Ministry spokesman Bernard Valero says France has followed all the applicable laws, but it cannot extradite Mbarushimana to Rwanda as required by the Interpol arrest warrant. ''France does not extradite the citizens of countries which apply the death penalty _ as was the case in Rwanda _ or whose justice systems do not fully guarantee their rights,'' says Valero.

Ban Ki-moon lance un appel au calme au Sri Lanka

Alors que la violence s'intensifie en marge de la campagne pour l'élection présidentielle au Sri Lanka, le Secrétaire général des Nations Unies, Ban Ki-moon, a appelé mercredi tous les partis et leurs partisans à la retenue. « La tenue pacifique de cette première élection nationale post-conflit est de la plus haute importance pour la paix et la réconciliation à long-terme du Sri Lanka », a-t-il dit dans un message transmis par son porte-parole, Martin Nesirky. Préoccupé notamment par des informations qui font état de l'assassinat de militants politiques, Ban Ki-moon a appelé les différents acteurs à « respecter les lois et les règles électorales et à éviter les actes de provocation durant toute la période précédant et suivant les élections ». Selon des informations parues dans la presse, la police au Sri Lanka a fait état d'au moins quatre morts liées à la campagne électorale et a indiqué avoir reçu des plaintes concernant plus de 700 cas de violence électorale à travers le pays, à quelques jours du scrutin présidentiel prévu pour le 26 janvier.

Radovan Karadzic says he will ask judges to further delay his trial at UN war crimes court

Radovan Karadzic says he will ask judges to delay the resumption of his genocide trial at the Yugoslav war crimes tribunal because of problems preparing his defence. Karadzic did not detail the problems he is having but they are linked to payments to his team of legal advisers. Judges told him at a preliminary hearing Thursday to put his complaints to them in writing. Karadzic boycotted the start of his trial in October last year to protest his lack of time to prepare. Judges adjourned the hearings until March 1 to give him more time. Prosecutors have charged Karadzic with 11 counts including genocide. They accuse him of masterminding Serb atrocities throughout the Bosnian war. Karadzic denies the allegations.
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Auschwitz survivor Jadwiga Bogucka, 84, attended commemorations for the liberation of the former Nazi death camp Auschwitz on Wednesday
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Bundled tightly against the cold and snow, elderly Auschwitz survivors walked among the barracks and watchtowers of Auschwitz and Birkenau on Wednesday, many clad in scarves bearing the grey and blue stripes of their Nazi prison garments decades ago. Moving later into a heated tent to escape the -10 C temperatures, they heard Israeli Prime Minister Benjamin Netanyahu vow that his country would never allow anyone to erase the memory of the victims of Nazi Germany's death camps. "We sit in a warm tent and remember those who shivered to death, and if they didn't freeze to death, they were gassed and burned," Netanyahu said in a solemn ceremony marking the 65th anniversary of the liberation of Auschwitz by the Soviet army. Some 150 Auschwitz survivors and European leaders were on hand for the International Holocaust Remembrance Day ceremony, one of scores around the world marking the global day of commemoration established by the United Nations in 2005.
