The Indian government should revise its draconian 2008 amendments to counterterrorism laws that can lead to serious violations of human rights, Human Rights Watch said in a new report released today. The amendments mirror previous counterterrorism laws that had been allowed to lapse or were repealed because of the abuses committed under them, Human Rights Watch said. The 20-page report, "Back to the Future: India's 2008 Counterterrorism Laws," is an analysis of the amendments to the Unlawful Activities Prevention Act (UAPA), enacted after the November 26, 2008 attacks on Mumbai that killed 166 people and injured over 300. Comparing them to previous legislation, the report finds that the new amendments contain provisions that are also likely to result in abuse of terrorism suspects and the infringement of basic due process rights. "The Indian government needs to protect its citizens from terrorist attacks, but laws that open the way to human rights violations are counterproductive," said Meenakshi Ganguly, South Asia director at Human Rights Watch. "Abuse of previous counterterrorism laws all too often alienated communities and served as a recruitment tool for militants." ...

Divisions and ideological debates generated by Jama’ah Ansharut Tauhid (JAT), an organisation founded by Indonesia’s best-known radical cleric, Abu Bakar Ba’asyir, show the weakness of Indonesia’s jihadi movement. Indonesia: The Dark Side of Jama’ah Ansharut Tauhid (Jat), the latest briefing from the International Crisis Group, examines the many facets of JAT, an ostensibly above-ground organisation whose inner circle has had and continues to have ties to fugitive extremists. It has been in the spotlight since May when three of its officials were accused of helping finance a terrorist training camp in Aceh. “JAT has a public face, advocating full implementation of Islamic law, condemning democracy as illegitimate and preaching jihad”, says Sidney Jones, Crisis Group’s Senior Adviser. “That face gives ‘plausible deniability’ to the involvement of senior JAT officials in more covert activities”. She notes that Lutfi Haedaroh alias Ubeid, arrested while fleeing the Aceh camp, was on JAT’s executive council. JAT was founded in 2008 as a vehicle for Abu Bakar Ba’asyir’s absolute leadership. In fact Ba’asyir’s insistence on full decision-making authority within JAT makes it unlikely that involvement of senior officials in clandestine activities could have taken place without his approval. The briefing examines JAT’s structure and ideology and analyses the disputes that have erupted between JAT and other radical organisations, including Jema’ah Islamiyah (JI), exemplifying not only the fractures in the jihadi movement but also Ba’asyir’s own declining influence...

 Darfur Peace Process Reaches 'Critical Juncture,' Security Council Warned

The peace process in Darfur has reached a critical point, with the security situation deteriorating just as prospects for a negotiated settlement have slightly improved, a senior United Nations official told the Security Council as he urged all parties to the conflict to step up their efforts to reach a deal. Ibrahim Gambari, the head of the joint African Union-UN peacekeeping mission in Darfur (known as UNAMID), told an open Council debate that there were encouraging signs pointing towards a possible deal to end a conflict that has raged for seven years. "Civil society is now more involved in peace talks than ever, the Government of Sudan is demonstrating renewed commitment to negotiations, and the leaders of most armed opposition movements are either participating in or are expressing an interest in participating in the talks," he said. The latest round of peace talks wrapped up earlier this month in Doha, Qatar, where the Government has been mediating discussions between Khartoum and the rebel Liberation and Justice Movement (LJM). Mr. Gambari said today that UNAMID has also begun a process of internal political dialogue within Darfur that aims to give civil society a greater voice in the peace process...

L'Union africaine accuse la CPI

Déjà inculpé depuis l'an dernier pour crimes de guerre et crimes contre l'humanité, le président soudanais El-Béchir est depuis le 12 juillet sous le coup d'un nouveau mandat d'arrêt de la CPI, cette fois pour génocide. Khartoum avait déjà fait savoir qu'Omar Hassan El-Béchir ne prendrait pas part au sommet de l'Union africaine en Ouganda en dépit de l’engagement des pays africains à ne pas arrêter le président soudanais recherché pour génocide. La présidence soudanaise a également indiqué qu'elle n'enverrait aucun représentant permanent auprès de l'UA. L'absence du président soudanais a éclipsé le thème principal du sommet : la santé maternelle et infantile et le développement en Afrique. Durant deux jours, les chefs d'État africains doivent également décider de renforcer leur force de paix en Somalie (AMISOM), en réaction au double attentat revendiqué par les Shebab, qui avait fait 76 morts le 11 juillet.

Three killed in factional clashes in Darfur: UN

Three people were killed Wednesday during a gun battle between supporters of rival rebel groups in a camp for displaced people in west Darfur, a UN spokesman said Thursday. The clashes pitted backers of the Liberation and Justice Movement (LJM), an alliance of 10 rebel groups currently holding talks with Khartoum, against those of a hardline faction of the Sudan Liberation Army (SLA) led by Abdel Wahid Mohammed Nur, Martin Nesirky said. The SLA faction held by Nur, a founding father of Darfur's rebellion, has been fighting the Khartoum government since 2003. Citing the UN-African Union Mission in Darfur (UNAMID), the UN spokesman said that as a result of the fighting, "all humanitarian assistance to the camp has been suspended until security conditions improve." He added that a number of houses belonging to the LJM were also burned down. Nesirky said the fighting has now stopped and Sudanese troops have arrested four suspects and seized a number of weapons. Meanwhile seven UNAMID peacekeepers on patrol in west Darfur were wounded when they were ambushed by unidentified armed individuals earlier Thursday, according to the UN Department of Peacekeeping Operations. Nesirky said UNAMID sent reinforcements and all the peacekeepers were able to return to their base. UNAMID is nearing full deployment in Darfur, with over 17,000 troops and more than 4,000 police now on the ground...

Les Américains devraient bientôt le savoir, une nouvelle loi obligeant les fournisseurs à révéler si leurs produits contiennent des minerais provenant de mines contrôlées par la rébellion au Congo-Kinshasa ou dans la région. Cette démarche vise à priver les rebelles de fonds et les pousser à déposer les armes, avec le risque qu'un boycott ne prive des centaines de milliers de Congolais de leurs maigres revenus et ne déstabilise la fragile économie locale. According to these allegations, Muslim radicals from the Tabliq community and connected to Al-Shabaab were the masterminds behind the attack. Some in Uganda have suggested that President Yoweri Museveni is playing up the domestic terror threat so as to clamp down on opposition in the run-up to elections. Others have placed the blame solely on the Somali Al-Shabab group, which claimed responsibility for the attack. Indeed, one might wonder why the ADF-NALU when they have been relatively dormant for several years; most intelligence reports I have seen from the United Nations Mission in Congo (MONUC) indicate that they are mostly composed of Congolese and have little political agenda...

 Gadget makers forced to look at links to Congo war

Does that smart phone in your pocket contribute to rape and murder in the depths of Africa? Soon, you'll know: A new U.S. law requires companies to certify whether their products contain minerals from rebel-controlled mines in Congo and surrounding countries. It's a move aimed at starving the rebels of funds and encouraging them to lay down their arms. But experts doubt the law will stop the fighting. Furthermore, they say, it could deprive hundreds of thousands of desperately poor Congolese of their incomes and disrupt the economy of an area that's struggling for stability after more than decade of war.

"For many, many people, it's the only livelihood they have," said Sara Geenen, a researcher at the University of Antwerp in Belgium, who just returned from a trip to the Kivu provinces in eastern Congo.

At issue are three industrial metals — tin, tantalum and tungsten — and gold. Tin is used in the solder that joins electronic components together. Tantalum's main use is in capacitors, a vital component in electronics. Tungsten has many uses, including light-bulb filaments and the heavy, compact mass that makes cellphones vibrate...

 Case still drags on for Rwandan accused of inciting genocide

Five years after the Supreme Court of Canada upheld the deportation order against Rwandan Leon Mugesera -- accused of inciting to genocide -- Ottawa is reviewing the case and could send him back to his home country, Postmedia News has learned. "It's important to have him stand trial at home," Rwandan Ambassador Edda Mukabagwiza said in an interview. "There are victims of the genocide here in Canada and in Rwanda who are seeking justice." She noted that the case has been dragging on for "quite a long time." Many of the victims of the Rwandan genocide -- which saw as many as 800,000 members of the Tutsi minority and some of the Hutu majority slaughtered -- now live in Quebec and have been awaiting Mugesera's day in court for years. "We're not seeking revenge, just peace," said Jean-Paul Nyilinkwaya, of PAGE-Rwanda, a group formed by parents and friends of the victims of the genocide. Mugesera, who has been living in Quebec City for more than 15 years, has been fighting the deportation order since 1995. His charge is connected to a speech he gave in Rwanda in 1992, which his critics allege was a defining moment in the buildup to the 1994 genocide. Mugesera, a Hutu, allegedly called Rwandan Tutsis "cockroaches" and "scum" in the speech, encouraging his fellow Hutus to kill them. A warrant was issued against him in Rwanda shortly after he gave that speech but he fled to Canada, where he was granted permanent residence in 1993. Deportation proceedings commenced in 1995, but the Federal Court of Appeal found in 2003 that the allegations against Mugesera were without foundation. But the Supreme Court overturned that decision on June 28, 2005, saying he should not be allowed to remain in Canada...

Migrant leaders applaud South African authorities for quelling xenophobic violence

In a bit of positive reinforcement, migrant leaders in South Africa are now hailing the government for its swift reaction to attacks against foreign nationals living in Africa's largest economy. The attacks, which the Monitor covered last week, came after months of warnings that angry South Africans would relaunch the type of xenophobic violence that killed more than 60 and displaced more than 200,000 in 2008. Back in 2008, many leaders representing foreign communities targeted by the violence were critical of the government for failing to do more to prevent the brutal killings. But now, they're feeling quite complimentary. “For the first time, we would like to applaud the government for the swift response in crushing the renewed xenophobic attacks on foreigners," says Gabriel Shumba, the executive director for Zimbabwe Exiles Forum (ZEF). “At this point in time, I can safely say my people – Zimbabweans – have taken a sigh of relief following the government's quick intervention. But credit must also go to police, army, civil society, churches, and all political parties for speaking strongly against xenophobia.”...

 Ex-Nazi camp guard, 88, charged in youth court

A former guard at the Belzec death camp who is accused of participating in the killings of more than 430,000 Jews during the Second World War has been charged in youth court. Samuel Kunz, 88, was charged in German youth court, a state court in Bonn said, because he was 20 when he is alleged to have started working at the camp in occupied Poland in January 1942. German law says people between 18 and 21 can be tried as minors or adults. A judge will have to decide which court Kunz will be tried in, court spokesman Matthias Nordmeyer said. Kunz was indicted last week. He is the third-most wanted Nazi on a list maintained by the Simon Wiesenthal Center. The court documents released Thursday allege that Kunz was involved in all aspects of the camp, including getting prisoners from trains to gas chambers, and, ultimately, throwing their corpses into mass graves. Kunz is also accused of "personal excesses" in the shooting deaths of 10 Jews. "In July 1943, the defendant is accused of having shot two persons who had escaped from a train going to the death camp and had been captured by guards," the court statement said. He is alleged to have killed eight other prisoners who had been wounded by other guards between May and June 1943. "The defendant then took the weapon from the other guard to shoot the wounded victims to death," said the court statement. Interest arose in Kunz from the case of John Demjanjuk, who is currently on trial in Munich for allegedly being a guard at the Sobibor camp in Poland. Prosecutors said Kunz and Demjanjuk trained at the Trawniki SS camp.

KIRGHIZISTAN: Pas encore tirés d’affaire

À la suite d’affrontements entre Ouzbeks et Kirghizes dans le sud du Kirghizistan en juin dernier et en prévision de la fin de la période de deuil, qui s’est terminée le 20-21 juillet, les forces de sécurité ont pris des mesures pour prévenir de nouveaux troubles. Des routes ont été bloquées à l’intérieur et à l’extérieur de la ville d’Osh, où des foules ont violemment attaqué des membres de la minorité ethnique ouzbek le 10 juin dernier. D’après des responsables kirghizes, ces barrages ont été mis en place afin d’empêcher l’entrée de « fauteurs de troubles ». De nombreux témoignages font cependant état d’abus de pouvoir de la part des forces de l’ordre ainsi que de manœuvres d’intimidation et de détentions arbitraires de membres de la communauté ouzbek. Le 20 juillet, la Haut commissaire des Nations Unies aux droits de l’homme, Navi Pillay, a dit que des centaines d’Ouzbeks avaient été emprisonnés à cause de leur origine ethnique et que les autorités locales « fermaient régulièrement les yeux » sur ce genre d’abus. Le ministère de la Santé a déclaré, le 20 juillet, que les violences du mois dernier avaient fait 335 morts. Le vice-Premier ministre kirghize, Azimbek Beknazarov, a cependant dit aux médias, le 12 juillet dernier, qu’au moins 893 personnes avaient été tuées. Il a ajouté que le nombre de morts était probablement plus élevé parce que les parents de nombreuses victimes ont enterré leurs proches sans signaler leur décès…

 Khmer Rouge jailer 'will appeal'

The former chief jailer of Cambodia's Khmer Rouge will appeal against his conviction handed down by Cambodia's UN-backed war crimes tribunal, his lawyer has said. Kaing Guek Eav, better known as Duch, was sentenced to 35 years in jail earlier this week. He is the first former Khmer Rouge leader to face trial for war crimes during the group's brutal rule over Cambodia in the 1970s. Duch ran the S-21 prison where up to 14,000 people were reportedly tortured and killed between 1975 and 1979. "We will appeal against the [court's] decision," Kar Savuth, Duch's lawyer, told AFP by telephone. He had said previously that Duch, a former Math teacher, wanted to be acquitted on the grounds that he was not a senior member of the Khmer Rouge hierarchy. Prosecutors, who had sought a 40-year jail term from the tribunal, have said they are considering whether to appeal against the reduced jail time given by the court. Passing sentence on Monday the judges in the special court reduced Duch's jail sentence on the grounds that he had been detained illegally for years before the tribunal was established. Judge Nil Nonn shaved 16 years off the 35-year sentence for time already served and for illegal detention in a military prison. But Andrew Cayley, an international co-prosecutor, told AFP on Tuesday he thought it was a "logical, well-reasoned judgment".

Rwanda's Rebel Reformer: Paul Kagame

In the run-up to the presidential election on Aug. 9 in the tiny East African nation of Rwanda, the government of Paul Kagame has arrested several opposition members, expelled a representative of Human Rights Watch (HRW), shut two newspapers and suspended the BBC's Rwandan service. On May 28, police detained Peter Erlinder, 62, an attorney from Minnesota representing an opposition leader, and held him for more than two weeks. Other regime challengers have been less fortunate. A former army officer living in exile in Johannesburg was shot and wounded on June 19; in Rwanda, a journalist was shot dead on June 24, and an opposition leader was beheaded on July 14. Taken together, these events might suggest that Rwanda is run by a type of government all too familiar in Africa — and many of Kagame's critics have made the inevitable comparison of him to the continent's notorious Big Men. "We have no problems acknowledging [Kagame] has done positive things," says Kenneth Roth, head of HRW. "But we question whether the world should be closing its eyes to dictatorship." But Rwanda, where the ethnic-Hutu majority macheted 800,000 members of the Tutsi minority and their Hutu "collaborators" over 100 days in 1994, is not an easy place to explain. Kagame's record on human rights is more nuanced than critics admit. He has abolished the death penalty, released thousands of so-called génocidaires from jail to participate in a reconciliation process, decentralized government, given the opposition seats in his Cabinet and taken a stand against African homophobia — hardly the actions of a tyrant...

L'ancien président bosniaque Ejup Ganic de retour au pays

Agé de 64 ans, Ejup Ganic, ancien membre musulman de la présidence bosniaque pendant la guerre et ex-président de la Fédération de Bosnie-Herzégovine, avait été arrêté le 1er mars à l'aéroport londonien de Heathrow en application d'un mandat d'arrêt émis par la Serbie pour crimes de guerre. A la mi-mars, il avait été remis en liberté sous contrôle judiciaire. L'ancien président bosniaque est arrivé à bord d'un vol régulier en provenance d'Istanbul à l'aéroport de Sarajevo, où il a été accueilli par plusieurs centaines de personnes. "Merci à tous d'être venus. Le combat livré au cours des cinq derniers mois ne l'a pas été en vain", y a déclaré M. Ganic devant la presse. "Nous sommes revenus avec deux résultats. Le premier est un document confirmant que la Bosnie-Herzégovine a été victime d'une agression. Nous avons mis au clair le caractère de la guerre en Bosnie", a dit M. Ganic. "Le deuxième résultat est que le procès contre moi était motivé politiquement. La Serbie a abusé du système judiciaire britannique (...) Nous revenons une fois encore victorieux", a ajouté M. Ganic…
