 Timor-Leste: Oecusse and the Indonesian Border

Indonesia and Timor-Leste have done much to normalise relations ten years after the end to Indonesian rule in the former province, but the goodwill between capitals is not yet matched by full cooperation on the border. The costs are greatest in Oecusse, Timor-Leste’s isolated enclave inside Indonesian West Timor. Negotiators have so far failed to agree on two segments of Oecusse’s border, leaving open the risk that minor local disputes could be politicised and escalate into larger conflicts. Without a final demarcation, steps to improve management of the porous border have stalled. Initiatives that would promote exchanges and lessen the enclave’s isolation remain unimplemented. As the bonds between the two nations grow, they should prioritise this unfinished business. Leaving it unresolved can only promote crime, corruption and the possibility of conflict.

La situation sécuritaire au Darfour (Soudan) reste « tendue et imprévisible » en raison d'affrontements entre troupes gouvernementales et rebelles, a indiqué lundi la Mission de l'Union africaine et des Nations Unies (MINUAD). La MINUAD a confirmé en particulier des affrontements entre les forces soudanaises et des éléments du Mouvement pour la justice et l'égalité (JEM), aux abords de la localité d'Um Sauna, dans le Sud Darfour. Les combats, qui ont débuté le 19 mai, ont fait des victimes dans chaque camp et les deux parties ont trouvé un accord pour laisser une organisation humanitaire internationale accéder aux blessés. Des affrontements armés ont lieu également entre des troupes gouvernementales et des éléments d'un autre groupe rebelle, la faction Abdul Wahid de l'Armée de libération du Soudan (ALS), ainsi qu'entre tribus rivales du Sud Darfour.

SUDAN: Key post-referendum issues

JUBA, 20 May 2010 (IRIN) - Southern Sudan will in early 2011 hold a referendum to determine whether to remain part of a united Sudan or become a separate state. The referendum was a core component of the 2005 Comprehensive Peace Agreement (CPA) that ended decades of conflict between the Southern Sudan People’s Liberation Movement (SPLM) and the Khartoum government. Should the south choose to separate, the two sides will have to negotiate over various key issues: Borders - Five major border areas are in dispute. The first, and perhaps most potentially explosive, is around the oil-producing region of Abyei. The region will decide in a separate referendum also in January whether to join the south or the north.

SOUDAN: Besoin urgent de fonds pour financer le déminage

Au Soudan, l’élimination des mines terrestres et autres restes explosifs de guerre devra s’interrompre le mois prochain si des fonds ne sont pas trouvés pour poursuivre les opérations, en particulier à Malakal, dans l’Etat du Haut-Nil, et à Kassala, dans l’est, selon un responsable du programme de déminage.  « Nous avions prévu de déminer les zones à haut risque avant de passer le relais aux autorités nationales, en juin 2011 », a expliqué Evans Omari, haut responsable du programme du Bureau de la lutte antimines des Nations Unies (UNMAO) au Soudan. « Nous ne pourrons pas continuer de juillet à décembre si nous n’obtenons pas de fonds supplémentaires ». L’organisme a besoin de recevoir d’urgence 12 millions de dollars. Un manque de fonds, a-t-il prévenu, dissuaderait les personnes déplacées de rentrer chez elles, ferait obstacle aux activités économiques et sociales, et donnerait lieu à d’autres accidents causés par les mines terrestres.

ICC refers Sudan war crimes cases to UN

The International Criminal Court has reported Sudan to the UN Security Council for refusing to arrest two suspected Darfur war criminals. Former Minister Ahmed Haroun and militia leader Ali Muhammad Al Abd-Al-Rahman are both alleged to have been involved in attacks on civilians. The ICC took the unprecedented move after the government refused to accept arrest warrants for the two men. It comes one day before President Omar al-Bashir starts a new term in office. A special adviser to the ICC prosecutor, Beatrice le Fraper, told the BBC that similar action might be taken in relation to President Bashir, who is also wanted by the ICC for alleged war crimes in Darfur under a warrant issued in March 2009

Congo-Kinshasa: New Round of LRA Killing Campaign - U.S. Should Urgently Implement New Law to Help End Attacks

Washington, DC — The Ugandan rebel Lord's Resistance Army (LRA) slaughtered 96 civilians and abducted dozens more between January and early April 2010 in a brutal killing campaign in northeastern Democratic Republic of Congo, Human Rights Watch said today. There has been no letup of LRA atrocities since Human Rights Watch reported on a deadly LRA rampage that took place in December 2009.Human Rights Watch urged the US government to swiftly implement the new legislation to develop a comprehensive strategy to protect civilians in Central Africa from LRA attacks, to ensure the rule of law, and, together with regional governments, to take steps to end violence by the rebel group. Last week, the US Congress passed the bill, the LRA Disarmament and Northern Uganda Recovery Act of 2009, with broad bipartisan support.

DR Congo rebels get death sentences for Mbandaka attack

Eleven militia members have been sentenced to death in the Democratic Republic of Congo for their part in an attack that left two UN staff dead. During the attack, in April in the town of Mbandaka, local militia overwhelmed UN and government troops and briefly seized the airport. The unrest followed clashes between two ethnic groups over fishing rights. Some 36 men were initially charged; four were acquitted and the rest were given prison terms. Defence lawyer Steve Omekongo told the BBC he would appeal against the death sentences. The unrest in Mbandaka, the capital of Equateur province, is separate from the violence involving numerous armed groups in eastern DR Congo, which has drawn the world's biggest peacekeeping operation to the country. Mbandaka airport was retaken the day after the attack in a joint operation by DR Congo government troops and UN peacekeepers.

DRC-CONGO: Return to Equateur requires peace and prospects

Security is improving in Democratic Republic of Congo’s (DRC) Equateur province, where an insurgency rooted in a resource conflict pushed some 200,000 people in the marginalized region to flee their homes last year. But it will require more than an end to the violence for the trickle of returnees to turn into a torrent. “It’s calm now. We have the situation under control,” Ndangobo Ngoy, a lieutenant-colonel in the DRC army, told IRIN in Dongo, an Equateur town that was attacked in October 2009, prompting almost its entire population, some 100,000 people, to take flight, mostly across the Ubangi river into the Republic of Congo (RoC). “The population is in an extreme state of fear, but they can come home now with no problem,” he added. Human rights activist Clement Moombo agreed: “War has left the area,” he told IRIN. Moombo, who heads an organization called The Voice with no Mouth, said the attackers were armed with assault rifles, rocket launchers and knives, and wore civilian clothes.

Why did Ottawa ignore warnings of Rwandan genocide?

Months before the 1994 Rwandan genocide, a steady stream of detailed messages about the killings of Tutsis arrived in Ottawa from Canadian diplomats stationed not only in Rwanda but also Kenya and Tanzania. Never-before-seen documents obtained by the Star paint a clear picture of a Rwanda rife with ethnic tension, spiraling deeper and deeper toward war in the months leading up to the April genocide. All of it was laid out for the Canadian government of the day. Telexes from the Canadian mission in the capital of Kigali in February and March 1994 report that the U.N. mission in Rwanda had proof of the existence of training camps for militia recruits, a massive distribution of arms. The telexes also warn there have been many “deaths by bullets” in which the “marksmen” walk away with impunity. 
But the warnings never moved beyond the Africa desk in Ottawa at what was then known as the department of external affairs. André Ouellet, the then-minister in Jean Chrétien's Liberal government, said in an interview with the Star that this kind of specific information never made it to his desk. “I suspect if it had come to me I would remember or remember some of it,” said the now-retired Ouellet.

Crise alimentaire au Tchad: il faut agir vite, prévient l'ONU

Le secrétaire général-adjoint de l'Onu en charge des affaires humanitaires, John Holmes, a averti mercredi que la crise alimentaire au Tchad tournerait au «désastre» pour un à deux millions de personnes si la communauté internationale «n'agit pas vite». «Si nous n'agissons pas maintenant ou aussi vite que nous pouvons, il y a un risque que la crise (alimentaire) tourne au désastre, a-t-il déclaré à l'AFP en achevant une tournée de cinq jours au Tchad. Nous voulons éviter une catastrophe. Je pense que c'est encore possible mais cela prendra un grand effort», a-t-il affirmé au téléphone, joint depuis Libreville. «Il y a 1,5 à 2 millions de personne qui sont sévèrement touchées et évidemment, ce sont les enfants qui sont les plus vulnérables», a souligné M. Holmes, qui s'est notamment rendu à Mao dans l'ouest de ce pays du Sahel. «Il faut augmenter nos efforts, avoir plus de distribution de nourriture avec le PAM (programme alimentaire mondial), plus d'acteurs sur le terrain. Il nous faut mobiliser davantage les donateurs», a-t-il commenté.

Jamaican Forces Hunt Target of Raid

KINGSTON, Jamaica — Security forces moved house to house through the besieged neighborhood of Tivoli Gardens on Wednesday, hunting a notorious gang leader who may have escaped after a fierce, three-day assault that left dozens of people dead. Sporadic gunfire that echoed through the area on Wednesday morning seemed to have abated by the afternoon as officials and residents here in the Jamaican capital assessed the toll of the battle, which pitted police and military forces against supporters of Christopher Coke, the gang leader known as Dudus, who is wanted in the United States on gun and drug charges. Security forces announced they had arrested more than 500 people since the operation began and continued to detain scores of people even as the violence eased. A Jamaican official said the death toll had grown to at least 44, and many residents of Tivoli Gardens were still huddled in their homes.

UGANDA: Cassava disease threatens food supplies

Agriculture officials and researchers in Uganda have warned of a serious threat posed by a new strain of Cassava Mosaic Disease, saying it could wipe out the entire crop. Farmers in the central district of Mukono have been hardest-hit by the Cassava Brown Streak Disease (CBSD), a devastating viral infection that affects the edible parts – the tuberous roots and sometimes leaves - leading to a total loss of yields in most cases. It is spread by white flies. Mike Thresh, a consultant on cassava viral diseases, said the disease was now occurring in areas previously believed to be immune, such as high altitude areas away from the Indian Ocean coastal belt of Kenya, Tanzania and Mozambique. "[Initially] there was a sort of dogma that built up in scientists that there is an altitude ceiling and that it [the disease] was not a problem once one exceeded 1,000m above sea level," Thresh said. "The gravity of the situation is that almost all varieties bred or selected for resistance to Cassava Mosaic Disease [CMD] are susceptible to the 'new strain' of CBSD occurring in Uganda, inland areas of Tanzania and Western Kenya.

Somalie : l'attaque du palais présidentiel montre l'ampleur de la crise

Alors que le palais présidentiel somalien a été attaqué dimanche par des groupes armés, la communauté internationale a manifesté ce week-end un soutien sans faille au Gouvernement fédéral de transition somalien à l'issue d'une Conférence qui s'est déroulée pendant trois jours à Istanbul en Turquie. « Hier l'attaque du palais présidentiel a démontré l'urgence et l'ampleur du défi », a dit le Secrétaire général de l'ONU, Ban Ki-moon, de retour d'Istanbul, lors de sa conférence de presse mensuelle au siège de l'ONU, à New York. Selon la presse, les affrontements de ce weekend ont fait une vingtaine de morts et une trentaine de blessés à Mogadiscio, la capitale somalienne. Les attaques ont provoqué un exode de populations civiles. Face à cette violence, la Conférence « a exprimé son soutien total au Président Sheikh Sharif Ahmed et à son gouvernement pour leurs efforts dans la mise en œuvre des Accords de Djibouti et pour avoir gardé le processus de paix en bonne voie », a dit Ban Ki-moon. De même, le Représentant spécial de l'ONU en Somalie, Ahmedou Ould-Abdallah a qualifié la Conférence de « grand succès » qui a permis de dégager « des propositions concrètes » grâce à la participation et la mobilisation de plus de 50 pays.

N.Korea makes new threats as cross-border tensions rise

SEOUL - North Korea threatened Wednesday to shut a border crossing and open fire on loudspeakers if South Korea makes good on its vow to blare out propaganda across the frontier in revenge for the sinking of a warship. U.S. Secretary of State Hillary Clinton flew to Seoul to show Washington's "rock-solid" support for its ally amid the rising tensions, and said the world had a duty to respond to the North's torpedo attack. After a weeks-long multinational probe into the sinking of a South Korean corvette on March 26, investigators said they found overwhelming evidence that a North Korean submarine was to blame. The findings into the attack which killed 46 young sailors sparked strong international condemnation of the hardline communist state.

Kinshasa — Mme Victoire Ingabire Umuhoza, candidate de l'opposition à l'élection présidentielle, est rentrée au Rwanda au début de l'année. Elle est née le 3 octobre 1968. « Je viens pour la paix et c'est cette paix qui guidera mon action politique pour éradiquer l'injustice et pour briser toutes les chaînes qui nous emprisonnent », a-telle déclaré le 16 janvier 2010, à sa descente d'avion à Kigali. Présidente des Forces démocratiques unifiées (FDU, opposition), un parti pas encore reconnu par Kigali mais dont on dit qu'il est « actif en Europe et aux USA », Mme Victoire Ingabire Umuhoza est « candidate officielle » désignée par le Bureau politique à l'élection présidentielle du 9 août 2010 au Rwanda. Agée de 42 ans, elle affirme être rentrée dans son pays « pour lutter pacifiquement », affirmant n'être « pas accompagnée par une armée ». Mais, sa présence à Kigali suscite la méfiance de la police rwandaise, qui l'accuse d'« idéologie de génocide, de divisionnisme et de négationnisme » - pour avoir nié le génocide de 1994 - et de « collaboration avec une organisation terroriste ».

Drones keep soldiers safe, not civilians

Last week, the U.S. military reportedly killed 10 suspected militants at a compound in North Waziristan, Pakistan. No American soldiers were hurt in attack. Actually, no American soldiers were there. The person operating the drone, the unmanned aircraft that fired the missiles, was likely stationed outside of Las Vegas, Nev. He's one person in the ranks of a new order of soldier -- one who reports to a 12-hour shift fighting Taliban and al-Qaida insurgents before going home to have dinner with his family. This is the benefit of robotic weaponry. Since the summer of 2008, drones are reported to have killed about 500 suspected militants including 14 top-tier targets without putting U.S. soldiers in danger. This has been a leading strategy in Pakistan since 2004 and one that's been continued by the Obama Administration. But while drones can keep troops safe, the same isn't necessarily true for civilians.

THAÏLANDE: Lendemain douloureux à Bangkok

Les habitants de la capitale thaïlandaise ramassent les morceaux après des semaines de manifestations, qui ont débouché sur des émeutes et des effusions de sang le 19 mai. Les manifestants ont passé près de deux mois dans des camps fortifiés avant de consolider leur position dans une zone de trois kilomètres carrés dans le quartier commercial de la ville. Le 19 mai, l’armée thaïlandaise a lancé une opération pour mettre fin à l’impasse, et certains quartiers du centre-ville ont été lourdement affectés. Bosnian Genocide

In the late-1980’s, the heterogeneous Yugoslav federation began to cleave along ethnic lines. Civil war erupted in 1992 against a backdrop of increasingly nationalist politics, including the idea of “Greater Serbia”. Between 1992 and 1995, Serbs, Croats and Bosniaks soldiers and paramilitaries used widespread use of rape, torture and forcible displacement against civilians. The actions of some Serb units were particularly heinous, featuring attempts to eliminate non-Serb culture, a tactic soon to be known as “ethnic cleansing”. Across Bosnia and Herzegovina civilians were herded into camps as small scale massacres were committed. The most notorious of these was the Srebrenica massacre of July 1995, when more than 7,500 Bosniak men and boys in the U.N.-safe area, were executed by forces under General Radko Mladic. The estimates for the human cost of the Bosnian civil wars range from 96,000 to 200,000, with a recent University of Washington-Harvard University study placing the fatalities near 167,000. Violence against civilians in Yugoslavia led to the creation of the International Criminal Tribunal for Yugoslavia in 1993.
