SUDAN: Fear of rebel attacks and insecurity in troubled South

10 June 2009 (IRIN) - Insecurity continues to plague Southern Sudan as ethnic violence and guerrilla attacks leave thousands at risk, analysts have warned. In Mundri, a farming town in Western Equatoria state, many of those displaced earlier this year by rebel Lord’s Resistance Army (LRA) fighters are still too scared to return home. According to UN figures, hundreds were killed and some 130,000 in both the Democratic Republic of the Congo (DRC) and Southern Sudan forced to flee their homes as the rebels scattered after attacks on their dense forest bases in December 2008. Some 8,000 people fled their farming villages to Mundri in January. Six months later, people are struggling to survive. “Some have returned home, but many people remain here in Mundri,” said Kennet Korayi, director of the community-based Mundri Relief and Development Association. “They are really struggling: they could not cultivate their fields this year, so they are finding it hard to get by now.” Local police chief Alex Taban stressed that security was “excellent”, pointing to the heavy presence of troops from the Sudan People’s Liberation Army (SPLA) in the town. “We have this area under our control,” Taban said.

5 juin 2009 – Le Procureur de la Cour pénale internationale (CPI), Luis Moreno-Ocampo, tout en reconnaissant l'importance des efforts de médiation actuellement menés à Doha en vue de faire cesser la violence et d'empêcher d'autres crimes au Darfour (Soudan), a affirmé vendredi devant le Conseil de sécurité que le gouvernement du Soudan avait la responsabilité d'arrêter le Président Omar Al-Bachir. « La justice est en marche », a déclaré M. Moreno-Ocampo, qui s'exprimait pour la première fois devant le Conseil de sécurité depuis la délivrance, le 4 mars dernier, d'un mandat d'arrêt par la Chambre préliminaire I de la CPI à l'encontre du Président soudanais pour cinq chefs de crimes contre l'humanité et deux chefs de crimes de guerre. « Il n'y aura aucune impunité au Darfour », a-t-il précisé. « L'expérience internationale dans les cas de Slobodan Milosevic et de Charles Taylor ou des expériences nationales nous montrent que la mise en œuvre d'une décision judiciaire contre un chef d'État est un processus qui peut prendre du temps, des mois, voire des années », a-t-il dit, rappelant qu'« ils avaient finalement tous été confrontés à la justice ».

UN-backed 'Smile Darfur' campaign wraps up with call to end violence

7 June 2009 – The week-long “Smile Darfur” outreach scheme, backed by the joint African Union-United Nations peacekeeping mission in the war-torn Sudanese region, has wrapped up with a call for peace and an end to the violence. At yesterday’s closing ceremony for “Ibtasim [Smile] Darfur,” Henry Anyidoho, Deputy Joint Special Representative of the mission, known as UNAMID, urged Darfurians, as well as all Sudanese, to “join your hands and hearts together to work for the peace, development and prosperity of your land.” He also emphasized that UNAMID will support efforts, in line with the Mission's mandate, to end the suffering of the people of Darfur, where some 300,000 people have been killed and another 2.7 million forced from their homes in more than five years of fighting, pitting rebels against Government forces and allied Janjaweed militiamen.

10 juin 2009 – Le Président soudanais Omar Al-Bachir, qui fait l'objet d'un mandat d'arrêt émis par la Cour pénale internationale (CPI) qui l'accuse de crimes de guerre et de crimes contre l'humanité, « doit être remis à la Cour », estime le Procureur Luis Moreno-Ocampo, dans un entretien au Centre d'actualités de l'ONU. « La meilleure solution serait que le gouvernement du Soudan lui-même applique la loi. Bien sûr, si Al-Bachir se rend dans un pays membre du Traité de Rome, il sera arrêté. Mais en attendant il est important que la communauté internationale envoie un message fort qu'un chef d'Etat ne peut pas commettre des crimes contre ses propres citoyens et qu'il faut l'arrêter. Omar Al-Bachir doit être remis à la Cour », affirme-t-il. Luis Moreno-Ocampo a pris ses fonctions de Procureur de la CPI à La Haye il y a six ans. Il s'est distingué dans son pays d'origine, l'Argentine, en 1985 alors qu'il était procureur adjoint aux procès des militaires accusés d'être responsables des sept années de « guerre sale » (1976-1983) au cours desquelles des milliers de civils, considérés comme des dissidents, ont disparu. En tant que Procureur de la CPI, M. Moreno-Ocampo a ouvert des enquêtes pour crimes de guerre et crimes contre l'humanité concernant l'Ouganda, la République démocratique du Congo (RDC), la République centrafricaine, et le Darfour (Soudan). Les juges de la CPI ont émis des mandats d'arrêt contre 13 personnes, dont le Président soudanais Omar Al-Bachir, et quatre sont actuellement en détention.

Darfuri women who have fled as refugees to Chad live in fear of being raped and as a result ostracized by their families, says a new study. The study, based on interviews with 88 women in Farchana Camp in eastern Chad, found that 17 of the women had been raped, some more than once. Researchers said they believed another 12 women had probably suffered rape, although they were often reluctant to speak about it or were unconscious when it had happened. The study was carried out by Physicians for Human Rights in partnership with Harvard Humanitarian Initiative...“War crimes of killings, destruction of livelihoods and forced expulsion from Darfur have… left [women] in a state of perpetual vulnerability and need for the most basic elements of human survival,” the study added. Although what had happened in Darfur “persists as a terrible memory,” the women had not found safety in Chad... “The cumulative emotional experience of previous attacks is now combined with the impact of current insecurity and ongoing fear of new assaults.

Civilians Under Siege in Refugee Camps

A report by the United Nations that the Sudanese Air Force bombed northeastern Chad near a refugee camp has sparked strong condemnation from the Save Darfur Coalition (SDC) following military and paramilitary attacks over the past week. Warplanes dropped bombs near the Oure Cassoni refugee camp for people who have fled violence in Darfur on the night of Thursday, May 28, killing two Chadian nationals and injuring four, as well as killing a number of cattle, according to the U.N. mission in Chad, MINURCAT. Oure Cassoni is seven kms outside Sudan's territory and inside Chad, which Sudan blames for supporting the Sudanese anti-government rebel group the Justice and Equality Movement (JEM). Chad, in turn, accuses Sudan of sponsoring rebels there. The attacks have forced the U.N. and other organisations to suspend their humanitarian movements in and around the Oure Cassoni camp. According to a statement by SDC president Jerry Fowler, "This behaviour - following expulsion earlier this year of 13 aid groups - further demonstrates the Sudanese government's willingness to commit outrageous acts against its civilian population…

DRC-UGANDA: LRA reprisal attacks increase in the northeast

KINSHASA, 10 June 2009 (IRIN) - Civilians in northeast Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC) villages are continuing to flee repeat reprisal attacks by the Ugandan rebel Lord’s Resistance Army (LRA). The attacks have been provoked by ongoing anti-LRA operations by the DRC army in the region, according to locals. "The LRA continues to attack the villages, which they burn and loot, and kidnap civilians," Leandres Bwilu, the administrator of the worst-affected territory of Dungu, in Orientale Province, told IRIN. 
Humanitarian officials said those affected had not been assisted due to a lack of access. 
"More than 1,500 displaced people, who are until now without assistance, arrived in Dingila [village] fleeing the latest LRA attacks on several villages," said a humanitarian official who requested anonymity. The official said the village of Dakwa, 420km east of Dungu, was among those attacked. "Suspected LRA elements attacked Dingila; they looted and kidnapped [an unknown number of] civilians," said Francesca Fontanini, external relations officer for the UN Refugee Agency (UNHCR). The last attack was on 6 June. "It caused panic in the villages of Dungwe and Dakwa, from where the residents have fled," Fontanini said. Radio Okapi, run by the UN Mission in the DRC, reported that the village of Rudu, where one person was killed, had been abandoned after the attack. It also said that at least 800 people had crossed the border to seek refuge in Southern Sudan.

Rape, murder & minerals all abundant in the Congo; Letter Of The Day

Re: Hunt For Rebels Raises More Concern In Congo, Peter Goodspeed, June 4. The magnitude of the atrocities against women and other non-combatants in the Congo is almost mind-boggling. Since 1996, over 5.5 million Congolese have died from war-related causes and over 250,000 women and girls have been raped as a part of the strategy of war by the various armed groups, including the national army. UN peacekeepers have also participated in the sexual violence against Congolese women and girls under the guise of the exchange of food for sexual intercourse. Right now, there are over 1.5 million displaced people in the Congo. Yet we cannot fathom the source of the sexual violence and the suffering of the Congolese non-combatants without implicating the country's neighbours, rebel groups, multinational mining corporations and Western states for their design of Congo's abundant natural resources. Rwanda generated an estimated $250-million dollars from the export of coltan during its occupation of the eastern Congo in the late-1990s. Its occupation partner, Uganda, exported 70 tons of coltan in 1999, up from a paltry 2.5 tons in 1997. In 2002, a UN report found that the activities of 10 Canadian mining companies contributed to the perpetuation of the conflict. The 2009 estimate of Canadian mining assets in the Congo by Natural Resources Canada is pegged at over $3-billion, and this country represented 17.8% of Canada's mining investment in Africa in 2007. Canadians must engage in principled solidarity actions with the Congolese so that they may establish control over their resources.

Congo-Kinshasa: UN, DR Congo Agree On Straightening Joint Operation Against Armed Groups

The United Nations peacekeeping mission in the Democratic Republic of the Congo (DRC) and the Congolese military (FARDC) have agreed to strengthen their joint operation against illegally-armed groups in the vast African nation's far east. UN spokesperson Farhan Haq said Alan Doss, the Secretary-General's Special Representative, visited the provinces of North and South Kivu over the weekend with the Congolese defense minister and other senior officials to assess the progress of a campaign against the notorious ethnic Hutu militia known as the Democratic Liberation Forces of Rwanda (FDLR). "The two sides agreed to strengthen the planning and execution of their military and other joint tasks," Mr. Haq said. Further, the mission, known as MONUC, and the FARDC discussed improvements in the protection for civilians in the area, as well as the disarmament and repatriation of the militia. Mr. Haq also said MONUC has welcomed the 30-year sentences handed down last Friday by a Congolese military court to five militia fighters found guilty of a spree of rape and other sexual crimes. The five men were also sentenced to pay financial damages to their more than 135 female victims. He added that the mission assisted with the investigations and monitored the trial to ensure it complies with international standards.

Students at Empire raise $20k to build school in East Congo

At first, they wondered whether it was possible. Could a group of elementary school students raise $20,000 in just one year to rebuild a school in the Democratic Republic of East Congo? Kids at Empire Public School in Waterloo had heard about schools in the war-torn area being demolished and wanted to help rebuild them. An official from War Child Canada, which provides help to war-affected children, told the Waterloo students it would take about $20,000. That was in September. Yesterday, during an assembly at the school, students presented a cheque to War Child for $20, 327. It was the biggest cheque the organization has ever received from an elementary school in Canada. "Every living thing on the earth needs to learn and those students should be included," said eight-year-old Zachary Trefler, a Grade 3 student at Empire. Trefler raised $317 by telling friends to donate money to the school fund instead of giving him birthday gifts this year. "I've got enough toys," he said. Grade 1 student Madeleine Surette raised more than $100 by making and selling bookmarks. "They have nothing, only water," the seven-year-old said of the children in Africa. "It makes me feel a little bit sad." Other students at Empire Public School held lemonade stands and even asked their parent council committee to donate money that is normally allocated to buy new recess toys.

Obama tours former Nazi camp; President joined by Nobel laureate Elie Wiesel

President Barack Obama drew on the grim backdrop of a Nazi prison camp and the moral authority of Nobel laureate Elie Wiesel on Friday to denounce "the spread of evil" based on ethnic hatred, and called on both Israelis and Palestinians to make"difficult compromises" to achieve a lasting peace. Walking among barbed-wire fences and foreboding watchtowers a day after his call for a new relationship between the United States and the Muslim world, Obama turned his attention to a dark and disturbing chapter of European history: the extermination of six million Jews. Obama, whose great-uncle was part of an army unit that help liberate one of Buchenwald's sub-camps, toured the site with German Chancellor Angela Merkel and Wiesel, who was imprisoned at Buchenwald as a teenager and painfully recalled lying in a triple-decker bunk one night as his father died of starvation and disease few feet away. After laying white roses at two different memorials, Wiesel questioned how a world that has borne witness to such destruction can continue to perpetuate it. "Had the world learned, there would have been no Cambodia and no Rwanda and no Darfur and no Bosnia,"Wiesel said. "Enough going to cemeteries, enough weeping for orphans. It's enough. There must come a moment -- a moment of bringing people together." During his remarks on Islam Thursday in Cairo, Obama called the Holocaust part of"a tragic history that cannot be denied" -- an implicit reference to Iranian President Mahmoud Ahmadinejad, a frequent Holocaust denier.

Juger les bourreaux, c'est enrichir les nations

A l'occasion de l'anniversaire de la création du Tribunal pénal international (TPI) pour l'ex-Yougoslavie, le 25 mai 1993, l'activité de ceux qui ont à juger les crimes internationaux ne faiblit pas : l'ancien garde de camp nazi John Demjanjuk a été expulsé le 11 mai des Etats-Unis vers l'Allemagne pour y être jugé; quant au procès des Khmers rouges, il a débuté à Phnom Penh en février. La justice pénale internationale, née à la fin de la seconde guerre mondiale, est toujours contestée et fragile : " justice des vainqueurs ", " néocolonialiste ", les critiques ne manquent pas. Et on ignore souvent le rôle qu'elle joue dans le développement économique. A l'issue de conflits violents, la réconciliation est une étape décisive de la reconstruction économique. Sans les procès de Nuremberg et Tokyo qui, au lendemain de la seconde guerre mondiale, ont permis de désigner, juger et châtier les plus hauts responsables, l'Allemagne et le Japon n'auraient pu se reconstruire aussi vite. Au Cambodge en revanche, pendant plus de trente ans et jusqu'à ces derniers mois, les anciens Khmers rouges n'ont pas été inquiétés. Coupables de tortures, d'exactions et de génocide, les responsables ont continué à inspirer la terreur au sein d'une population traumatisée. UN should be keeping watch; Myanmar's human rights abuses go largely unnoticed and unreported to the world

The trial of the world's only imprisoned Nobel Peace Prize recipient, Aung San Suu Kyi, has once again catapulted events in Myanmar -- or Burma -- onto the front pages of newspapers around the globe. The leader of Burma's struggle for human rights and democracy has been charged with violating the terms of her house arrest after an American citizen swam across a lake and broke into her home last month. Heads of state from Asia and the West, celebrities, and United Nations leaders such as human rights chief Navi Pillay have responded strongly, demanding not only an end to the trial in Burma's kangaroo courts but the immediate release of Aung San Suu Kyi, who has been under house arrest for 13 of the past 19 years. With the verdict expected this week, many eyes remain glued to Myanmar. We hope this global attention will result in long-overdue action. For while the imprisonment of Aung San Suu Kyi, without trial, has long been denounced, a less-publicized travesty has been underway in Myanmar for much of the past 15 years. Organizations such as Human Rights Watch, Human Rights First and Amnesty International have reported on the crimes against humanity and war crimes committed under the rule of Burma's military regime, including the recruitment of tens of thousands of child soldiers and attacks on ethnic minority civilians.

Lewis on hot seat over aid; Economist criticizes celebrated ex-UN envoy at debate on success of relief for Africa

Dambisa Moyo is possibly the only person who can get applause in Canada by saying, after listening to Stephen Lewis speak, "If you listen to what Stephen has said, it's littered with negatives." It helps, of course, that Moyo is a celebrated African-born, Oxford- and Harvard-educated economist. She is also the author of Dead Aid, a book scathingly critical of current Western aid policies. The multiple exchanges between Moyo and Canada's celebrated former UN special envoy for HIV-AIDS took place last night at the Munk Debate on Foreign Aid at the Royal Ontario Museum. About 800 packed the auditorium while 300 watched on big screens. The debate also featured Hernando de Soto, a Peruvian thinker and development consultant, and Paul Collier, an Oxford professor and government adviser. The debate topic was: "Whether aid has done more harm than good." Collier and Lewis said no; Moyo and de Soto said yes. But it was really a two-person show between Lewis and Moyo, both extremely passionate and involved personally with the plight of Africa. At one point, after a vigorous defence of Western foreign aid, Lewis pointed out that Rwanda's president, Paul Kagame, bought Moyo's book for his entire cabinet. "Did you autograph it?" Lewis asked her. She replied jokingly: "Of course, and they gave me aid money."

 Ahmadinejad qualifie la Shoah de "grande supercherie"

TEHERAN/PARIS (AP) -- Le président iranien Mahmoud Ahmadinejad, qui brigue un deuxième mandat aux élections de juin, a soutenu une nouvelle fois mercredi que le génocide des juifs pendant la Deuxième guerre mondiale était "une grande supercherie". A Paris, le président français Nicolas Sarkozy, qui recevait ce même jour le chef de la diplomatie iranienne Manoucher Mottaki, a condamné ces propos "mettant en cause la réalité de l'Holocauste". Selon un communiqué diffusé par l'Elysée, Nicolas Sarkozy a "souligné leur caractère inadmissible et profondément choquant" et fait savoir à son interlocuteur que "les attaques verbales outrancières contre l'Etat d'Israël n'étaient pas acceptables". Après avoir déjà régulièrement mis en doute l'ampleur de la Shoah et souhaité qu'Israël soit "rayé de la carte", Mahmoud Ahmadinejad a accuse mercredi l'Etat hébreu d'exploiter la "grande supercherie de l'Holocauste" pour s'assurer le soutien de l'Occident. Sur le dossier de la prolifération nucléaire, le président français a une nouvelle fois appelé l'Iran à respecter les résolutions de l'ONU et souligné l'importance de la démarche des Six -les cinq membres permanents du Conseil de sécurité plus l'Allemagne-, chargés des discussions sur le nucléaire iranien au nom de la communauté internationale.

The solution lies within

Between 2002 and 2008, sub-Saharan Africa started growing again, buoyed like much of the rest of the world by the global commodity boom and Chinese investment. Thus ended one of the most dismaying periods in the continent's recent history, a generation-long stretch during which most countries in the region saw per capita incomes fall, sometimes to levels not experienced since the end of colonialism. The turnaround signals the possibility of new opportunities for Africans, yet the past year's astonishing drop in commodity prices as a result of the global recession suggests how fragile that upswing is. Nor is it clear that a political corner has been turned. The growth years have seen the outbreak of a horrific war in the Democratic Republic of Congo that has claimed more than five million lives, another smaller but equally devastating conflict in northern Uganda, a humanitarian catastrophe in Darfur and the continuing tragedy of Robert Mugabe's Zimbabwe. In the West, the causes of and remedies for Africa's development failure have mostly been debated by white men like Jeffrey Sachs and William Easterly, who have argued for and against massive outside assistance, respectively. So it is refreshing to have some fresh analysis from two African women, Kenyan Wangari Maathai and Zambian Dambisa Moyo.

 L'ONU va enquêter sur les crimes de guerre commis au Sri Lanka

NATIONS UNIES (AP) -- Le secrétaire général des Nations unies a indiqué vendredi qu'il croyait que des crimes de guerre avaient été commis au Sri Lanka, et il a estimé qu'une commission d'enquête internationale sera nécessaire pour examiner les actes du gouvernement de Colombo et ceux des Tigres tamouls vaincus lors de cette guerre civile. Ban Ki-moon a estimé lors d'une réunion à huis clos du Conseil de sécurité qu'un enquête crédible devait être menée avec le soutien international, et l'agrément du gouvernement sri-lankais. Sans détailler comment il entendait procéder, il a souhaité que soient examinés les graves accusations de violations des lois humanitaires internationales émises par des diplomates et des responsables de l'ONU qui ont assisté au conflit. "Toute enquête, pour être crédible, devra recevoir le soutien des Nations unies" a souligné le secrétaire général de l'organisation mondiale, s'adressant à des journalistes au siège de l'ONU. D'après l'organisation, au moins 7.000 civils ont été tués dans les dernières phases de la guerre, sur un total de 80.000 à 100.000 sur toute la durée du conflit. Par ailleurs, 300.000 Tamouls déplacés sont dans des camps de réfugiés. AP

 Holocaust horror; Guard at genocide museum slain by white supremacist

An 88-year-old gunman with a violent and virulently anti-Semitic past opened fire with a rifle inside the crowded U.S. Holocaust Memorial Museum on Wednesday, fatally wounding a security guard before being shot himself by other officers, authorities said. 
The assailant was hospitalized in critical condition, leaving behind a sprawling investigation by federal and local law enforcement and expressions of shock from the Israeli government and a prominent Muslim organization. Washington Police Chief Cathy Lanier said the gunman was "engaged by security guards immediately after entering the door" with a rifle. "The second he stepped into the building he began firing." Law enforcement officials said James W. von Brunn, a white supremacist, was under investigation in the shooting and that his car was found near the museum and tested for explosives. The weapon was a .22-calibre rifle, they added. They spoke on condition of anonymity, saying they were not authorized to discuss the investigation just beginning. When von Brunn was captured he possessed a list he had made of lawmakers in the U.S. Congress, according to another law enforcement officer who requested anonymity. The purpose of the list was not immediately clear, the official said. Museum officials identified the dead guard as 39-year-old Stephen T. Johns, a six-year veteran of the facility. Director Sara Bloomfield said he "died heroically in the line of duty."
